What is the Scholarship Amount?

For study in Turkey or the Turkish Republic of
Northern Cyprus (TRNC), scholarships range from
$500 to $2,000 and are as follows:
* $2,000 for a semester or year
* $1,000 for studying the Turkish language
* $1,000 for summer programs lasting for
more than 4 weeks
* $ 500 for summer programs lasting up to
4 weeks sponsored by U.S. educational
institutions or Turkish/TRNC universities
* $500 for participants in university/college-
sponsored study tours to Turkey or the
TRNC.

* Official transcript (please send the original,

NOT a copy. Transcript must be included with your
application, NOT sent separately.)
